WIMS 2.1 to WIMS 3 Upgrade Notes
Some WIMS Users who wish to upgrade to WIMS 3 are still using WIMS version 2.1, but it is not possible to directly upgrade between these versions.  You need to first upgrade from 2.1 to 2.2b, then from 2.2b to 3.0.  While we no longer support the WIMS 2 format, we will make 2.2b available through 2008 for those who need to use it for upgrading to WIMS 3. 

Directions on how to upgrade from WIMS 2.1 to WIMS 3:

1. Create a new “WIMS_Temp” folder (on your Desktop or elsewhere)

2. Download the WIMS 2.2b Access file from this website and unzip it into that Temp folder

3. Open the WIMS 2.2b Access file 

4. From the Main Menu, press the <Upgrade to this Version> button

5. Select the WIMS 2.1 version that you are upgrading FROM, and then browse/navigate to where you have your previous Access (.mbd) file stored (perhaps in C:/WIMS or in My Documents)

6. Select <Validate source database> then <Go for it>

7. WIMS will automatically import all of your records into WIMS 2.2b.  If you get an error message during this process, write it down or save an image of the screen with the error message and send it to Mandy Tu (imtu@tnc.org) or Nathan Rudd (nrudd@tnc.org).
8. Next, follow the directions in the “WIMS 3 Installation Guide & Checklist” for downloading WIMS 3 and upgrading (or follow steps #2-6 above, substituting WIMS 3 for 2.2)

WIMS 3 is now ready to use with all your old data completely transferred over!

Additional Notes:

A. Be sure to also download the new ArcPad_WIMS folder for WIMS 3 (that is now compatible with ArcPad 6.0.3, 7.0.1 and 7.1) into your new WIMS folder, and to complete an ArcPad SetUp if you are using WIMS with a handheld unit.  

B. WIMS 3.0 now has a “Data Audit” function (under Administrative Functions) that list 'orphaned' Occurrences (have no assessments or treatments, which may be ok, also those which are not linked to Areas, which is not OK), Assessments (not linked to an Occurrence, which is not OK), and Treatments (not linked to an Occurrence or Area, not OK). If you have any of these orphaned Assessments and Treatments, carefully review these records to see if you can figure out which Occurrences (or Areas) they should be linked to.  If you cannot figure out what they should be linked to, delete them to prevent possible Import and Export errors.
